As a result of the implementation of our Distance Learning Model and the California Department of
Education's Grading and Graduation Guidance, which state that district policies should be viewed with an
equity lens, along with the primary goal of doing no harm to students, teachers will use work returned from
students to affirm or improve third quarter grades. Only under specific circumstances may a grade be

lowered with the approval of the principal. Teachers will continue to monitor and support student progress
toward mastery of grade level skills and essential standards. Participating in and completing assignments and
activities will prepare students with the key skills they need in preparation for future academic success.
