The junior prom this year will take place on Saturday, April 22rd from 7:00-10:00 pm at the 
Brentwood Community Center. The address is 35 Oak Street, Brentwood, CA 94513. 
Parking is accessible on surrounding city streets and at the attached parking garage.  
 
Students are expected to attend school all day on Friday, April 21nd in order to be admitted to 
the dance on Saturday. Any students that are taken out of school for legitimate reasons must 
provide proper documentation and/or a doctor’s note or expect to be turned away at the door 
with no refund.      
 
At this dance, all school rules and policies will be in effect.  No attendees will be admitted 
after 8:30 pm. Shoes must be worn at all times.   Additionally, we will enforce a strict zero 
tolerance policy for alcohol and drugs at this event. Any student found under the influence, or in 
possession of alcohol, or any other controlled substance will not be allowed to enter or stay at 
this event. This violation may result in police arrest. There will be breathalyzers used at this 
event. If a student is found in possession or under the influence, they will need to be picked up 
by a parent or guardian. If a parent or guardian is not available, the student may be released to 
the custody of the Brentwood Police Department. No refunds are given for this occurrence. 
 
In order to enter the dance, Heritage juniors must bring their current HHS ID Card, which serves 
as their ticket for admission.  Guests, Heritage non-juniors or students from other schools will 
need a photo ID and will check-in with the junior sponsoring them. In addition, to best serve the 
Class of 2024, their parents, and their guests, administration will require emergency contact 
numbers for each attendee on guest bids and permission slips.  
 
All Heritage Juniors must have a permission slip completed and on file in order to attend the 
dance.  
Junior Ticket with Guest: Must be purchased in person with HHS ticket.  Bid and permission slip 
are due at time of purchase. 
Junior Ticket with no Guest:  Can be purchased online.  Permission slip due in student store by 
4/14 to validate ticket.  
 
Ticket sales will begin on 3/13. Early Bird sales, which can be purchased from 3/13-3/17, are 
$55 with ASB, $60 Non ASB, and $75 for Bids. When students return from spring break, ticket 
prices increase to $60 with ASB, $65 Non ASB. Bid prices remain the same price (at $75). 
Please encourage your student to purchase their tickets early in order to get the best deal on 
ticket prices.
