e $2,000.00 First Place Scholarship good for a four-year college or

university.

¢ $750.00 First Place Scholarship for a junior college.

° $750.00 Vocational Scholarship for vocational colleges.

¢ $1,000.00 Scholarship Renewal for a four-year college.
Students applying for a four-year scholarship must have a 2.8 grade point
average or better, in order to apply. (High School Seniors only).

Students applying for vocational or junior college scholarships must have a 2.0
grade point average or better, in order to apply.

Italian American Members who have HIGH SCHOOL SENIORS WHO DO NOT LIVE
in Pittsburg, are eligible to apply for scholarships. The applicant’s parent or
grandparent must have been a member one year prior.

APPLICANTIONS CAN BE OBTAINED AT THE PITTSBURG HISTORICAL SOCIETY.
Seniors are encouraged to check with their high school counselors or career
advisors for an application.
