Heritage High School Boys Golf
Team Rules

Grades: Players are students before they are athletes; therefore, players are expected to attend and participate in their classes. All athletes must maintain above a 2.0 GPA and will have eligibility determined from the third quarter grades posted in April. If a player is ineligible academically, he will not receive his varsity letter.
Playing Time: Playing time is not guaranteed. Please keep in mind there is no set amount of playing time per player per match. It is at the discretion of the coaching staff and they will try to get the boys in as needed. Rounds played during practice will determine varsity qualifying players.  Cheating is a serious offense, especially in golf. If it comes to our attention that a player is possibly cheating during qualifying rounds, coaches reserve the right to play future qualifying rounds with that athlete to confirm the accuracy of their scores. 
Practice: Practice is mandatory. We meet Monday-Thursday 3:30-6:00. Players must contact their coach prior to practice if there is an attendance conflict. If a player misses a practice, shows up late, or leaves early then their playing time may be effected. At times on non-school days (holidays and spring break) or on an occasional Friday, we might still have practice and a schedule will be given out in advance. We understand family time and will do our best to give advanced schedules so family vacations can be planned accordingly. All practices are scheduled at Brentwood Golf Course at this point.
Varsity Letter: A varsity letter is earned under the following criteria: when an athlete plays 36 holes in varsity tournaments and/or matches. In addition, the athlete must finish the season academically eligible and compete in post-season events if chosen.
Away Matches: We play a good amount of matches away from Heritage High School. There is a form that parent volunteers have to sign to legally be eligible to drive these student athletes. Bottom line is if we don’t have a way there we will have to forfeit the match. We really need your help!  

Fundraising: Tournaments cost extra money not provided for by the district. There will be several fundraisers which we will expect the players to participate in and any help from parents will be greatly appreciated. All money earned goes directly back into the boys’ golf program at HHS. 
Player Conduct: Players will use good judgment in their personal conduct both on and off the course. Use of drugs, tobacco, or alcohol may result in dismissal from the team. Players and parents should remember that they are representing both the community and Heritage High School. They should not be disrespectful or use inappropriate language towards players, coaches, teammates or school officials and golf course personnel (they are allowing us use of their course – let’s show appreciation). All cell phones need to be turned off at practices and games. If there is a reason that the phone must be left on, the player must relay this information to the coach prior to the start of practice or game. We want the athletes to focus on the game at hand.
