The goal of the Girls Golf Program is to field a competitive team that demonstrates sportsmanship and dignity in all practices and competitions.  We depend on our course, Discovery Bay Country Club, to provide us with quality facilities at minimal cost.  They cooperate with Liberty High School on the condition that our squad upholds an image of respect and decorum.  The following rules and expectations are aimed at these ideals.
· Season starts August 12, 2024 in room I-6 at 3:30. All athletes must be cleared through www.athleticclearance.com by 8/12/24 to participate in Week 1 tryouts.
· For any and all practice/play during the season, LHS players will wear collared shirts and nice shorts/pants.  No T-shirts or jeans will be accepted at any time.  Players in violation of this rule will not practice with the team.  Appropriate footwear is also required (no sandals, flip-flops, etc.).
· Players will show up by 4:00 for practices, ready to go, unless specified otherwise.  Players who miss practice will be held out of the competition that follows the practice.  A player may be excused from practice at his head coach’s discretion, but must clear the absence with his head coach at least 24 hours in advance.

· Players must conduct themselves appropriately in class, in practice, and in matches, or will be suspended from practice/play for a period of time determined by his head coach.

· Roster ladder will be determined largely, but not entirely, by placement in qualifying rounds as designated on the season schedule.  The head coach reserves the right to adjust the roster ladder as he deems appropriate.
· Players are responsible for providing their own transportation to & from practices, home matches, and away matches at Shadow Lakes GC, Brentwood GC and Lone Tree.  The school will provide transportation to all other events.

· Players who do not qualify for a match/tournament may practice at DBCC, if a coach can be present.

· Players are responsible for having a working knowledge of the latest USGA Rules.  Failure to play within the rules and/or incorrect scoring will result in loss of playing privileges.

· Players will care for the playing facilities (replace divots, repairing ball marks, raking traps…) or will lose playing privileges.

· Players will conduct themselves according to school rules during all team functions.  Failure to follow athletic policy and school-wide rules will result in loss of playing privileges for a period of time to be determined by the head coach.

· Parents are invited to attend matches, but cannot, under any circumstances, interact with the athletes during the match, through the time that the teams leave the scoring area.  Parents are to maintain a minimum 30-yard buffer distance from athletes at all times.
