Steps: 

1. Select word 
a. Need help deciding on a word – search for positive words or go to: 

https://www.enchantedlearning.com/wordlist/positivewords.shtml 
2. Sculpt word in a “creative” (unconventional) fashion 

a. Use items around your house to write out and design around the word, 
use items such as rocks, sticks, dirt, toys, aluminum foil, food, etc. 

3. Take a picture of your word 
a. Use filters on your phone when taking pictures to change the how the 

image looks.
