Projects 
The size of your artwork can be 11x14. Your choice of medium but experiment and think about what would be right for each project. 
You have to complete 2 new AP quality projects. For all of the projects, you are the artist, meaning these are guidelines. They are not meant to hold you back. As long as you are achieving a goal. Review your breadth rubric.      
What TYPE OF PROJECT SHOULD YOU WORK ON?

-Technical Project- Goal: values (light and shade), rendering form, technical details
-Composition Project- Goal: dealing with the space of the paper and using the principles of design 
-Student Voice Project- Goal: What are you communicating through your artwork? What do you want your artwork to say?
I AM GIVING YOU 9 PROJECTS AND YOU ARE PICKING 2

1. CANDY (Technical)
This drawing or painting of candy should be done in color but still demonstrating values. Think about your composition. Will the candy be going off all edges of the paper, will the candy be leading your eye from the left to right or will the candy be centered? I encourage you to use colored pencils or oil pastel. Also, you should have more than one piece of candy.
2. SHINING STILL LIFE, with emphasis on REFLECTION.  (Technical)
Choose five to seven objects, of which at least two of them have a highly-polished surface. The relationship among objects should be a serious consideration in this drawing. The surface treatment of each object will appear stronger if the objects chosen have different surface textures. I encourage you to use black and white (pencil or ink), no color!
3. TOOLS & HARDWARE. (Technique)
Make a still life of tools and hardware. Arrange the objects to create an engaging composition. Stress the mechanical and artificial qualities of the objects. I encourage you to explore the smallest textures of each object. 
4. UNUSUAL INTERIOR (Composition)
A drawing/ painting of an unusual interior- for example, look inside a closet or cabinet, in the refrigerator, under the car’s hood or inside the medicine cabinet. Also think about what is your eye level? Refer to your knowledge of 1- or 2-point perspective. I encourage you to use a color scheme and acrylic paint.  
5. FORESHORTENING (Composition)
Work with a partner to capture a photograph of you demonstrating foreshortening. This can show the whole figure or just focus in on a section.

6. LAYERS OF DRAWINGS (Composition)
Pick one interesting object that you can have in front of you and draw it at least 5 times. Do not get bored. What can you do? Change- the size (big to small), technique (cross-hatching, line, value, stippling, brushstrokes so on), medium (detailed mediums to messy mediums, color to black/white). IF you are using different mediums be aware of what paper you should use. I encourage you to really think about the lay out and what is going to overlap.  
7. WHO ARE THEY REALLY? (Student Voice)
Portrait with “character”: create a piece that involves a still life, objects or room interior that describes the character of a particular person and show the person in the space you created. Include specifically selected subjects: all objects must have a specific meaning to or for this character. Use facial expression, color, objects, setting, lighting and other context clues to let the viewer know the character of the person. I encourage you to portray someone you know so that you can use them as a reference. 
8. EXPRESSING YOURSELF (Student Voice)
Create a self-portrait that communicates who you are or who you want to be. How can you use color to convey that mood? What style will work best for you in this work? Do some research online to see how some artists have created self-portraits. Consider what the background should be. I encourage you to think about the whole composition, the angle and the lighting.    

9. SHOES SENSE (Student Voice)
Create a still life arrangement consisting of your family member’s shoes. Try to convey the different personalities of your family members through the rendering of the shoes. Be creative and have fun! I encourage you to use different techniques of the same medium on each shoe. 
10. RIP IT UP!!! (Composition)
 1) Rip up any interesting image. 2) drop it on to a piece of paper 3) glue or tape it down 4) This is what you are going to draw or paint. I encourage you to experiment with a new medium and be ok with the unexpected.
