AP Sustained Investigation INFORMATION
Your Sustained Investigation is what you work on ALL year. It is your AP Studio Art “Test,” completing 15 or more artworks on your Sustained Investigation. 

*We have previously called Sustained Investigations- Concept, Concentration, your idea and so on.
What is a ‘Sustained Investigation’?

Definitions: 

Sustained Investigation- an inquiry-based and in-depth study of materials, processes and ideas over time

Inquiry- the process of asking questions in order to seek, to search and to discover

Processes- physical AND conceptual activities involved with making works of art and design
· Remember we will be working with your Sustained Investigation all year so this is just the start. I am not expecting it to be prefect yet. 
Help to get started (This is what I would do. You do what works for you)

Step one: Fill out the Reflection handout on past projects. 

Step two: Right when summer starts, write down all concepts that appeal to you. About 20 ideas. Brainstorm. Research each one. Look online. Look up definitions. (Summer sketchbook- Lists)
Step three: Mid- summer, start narrowing down your concepts. Which can you see yourself doing all year? 
Step four: GO TO: AP Sustained Investigation Handout. Complete 5 different handouts.
* You will be sharing these Sustained Investigations with your peers when you come back to school so do them on the layout handout. 

Things to keep in mind: Try to keep your idea narrow, but broad in its meaning.


1) Choose something you are passionate about (20 pieces of work will get very old if you don’t feel strongly about the subject matter!) Personalize your concentration, make it yours


2) Strong/ developed Sustained Investigations tend to get higher scores on the portfolio test compared to simple ones


3) COMPOSITION is important, no matter what you choose 



4) CHALLENGE yourself to do something above and beyond what you might have done before!
